Hello, my name is Glennis Foweather and I am Branch Leader of St Saviours Mothers Union.

What is the Mothers Union?

The MU is a world-wide Anglican led organisation whose purpose is to be specially concerned with all that strengthens and preserves marriage and Christian family life and is open to all who have been baptized. Members world-wide are united in a daily 24 hour Wave of Prayer.

It was started in 1876 by a lady called Mary Sumner, when she had her first child she was overwhelmed with the responsibility she felt and didn't know where to turn to for practical help and support.

The diversities of families today has been grasped by the MU which has led to men becoming members ‑ as you are aware many single parents are men and they have been welcomed and have found help and support.

Many of our members can be found working in prisons ‑ running parenting classes and crèches, helping support premature baby units, giving holiday breaks to disadvantaged families who are put forward by Social Services, Probation Service and Clergy, knitting teddy bears for the emergency services and armed forces who in turn give them to children at the scene of accidents and disasters and supporting women's refuges. Overseas, they promote courses on literacy, health and hygiene, animal husbandry, agriculture and skills training, the members then go back to their own villages (often in remote places) and pass on the knowledge gained which enables the whole community to enjoy a better standard of living. Landrovers and boats have also been dispatched to these areas.

Our branch at St. Saviours support the children and young peoples groups in church, fund raise, are usually the "kitchen staff" at any church function providing baking and refreshments. We join with other branches within the deanery for special services and functions. Last summer we enjoyed having lunch out and going on to the Pennine Lavender fields.

We meet on the second Tuesday of the month at 2.00 PM in the Church or Church Hall, for a short service and fellowship over a cup of tea.
